In your
lonely prison cell, it will take you back to other days of our move-
ment.
Well, dear Comrade, I have been very active in your cause, to

liberate you; have spoken in many meetings both here and in the
east. I am not discouraged in the belief that justice will be done you,
and that I can clasp your hand a free comrade—vindicated!
My vision is becoming so dim that it is difficult for me to write

legibly any more.
